Earrings  

On advice from the Association for Physical Education (AfPE) 2022 no watches or jewellery should be worn in PE 
sessions. 
 
If ears are to be pierced it is recommended that this takes place at the beginning of the summer holidays.  
 
If ears are pierced at other times during the year then parents must provide plastic backed earring covers as well 
as signing a waiver accepting responsibility for any injuries. We have updated this on our School Uniform policy 
which is available on the School Website. 
 
Only stud earrings may be worn for 6 weeks after piercing.  After this period earrings should not be worn on PE 
days unless the child is capable of removing and replacing them, themselves.

Clothing: 

With the exception of very severe weather – high winds and thunderstorms – please assume that the children 

will be taking part in outdoor forest school activities on their allocated day. Therefore, it is essential they have 

the appropriate clothing to wear, ideally including waterproof over-trousers and jackets for rainy days.
